1. Vending Machine Update – Trey from reported that Canteen 
implemented the Healthy Snack Initiative with support from 
Student Government Assembly (SGA). The healthy snacks in the 
vending machines are identified by a circle sticker next to the 
snack. Before the initiative, healthy snacks were about 20% of total 
sales. SGA implemented a marketing plan on social media and 
with posters across campus. Sales increased to 24% and then to 
32%. Canteen has not seen this kind of increase anywhere. The 
#1 selling snack, not just healthy snack, is dried mango.

3. Guayaki – Trey reported that Canteen reached out to Guayaki to 
have exclusive machine. Committee agreed this is a popular item 
for students. Current vending machines do not include this item. 
Canteen will test the branded Guayaki machine at Polly Hall.
